SECTION XXIII. HAZING

In accordance with the purpose and philosophy of the University of Louisiana System and the
laws of the State of Louisiana, which include the belief that true fellowship can be nurtured only
in an atmosphere of social and moral responsibility and that hazing is inconsistent with the
responsibility of student organizations to conduct safe, constructive student education, and in
order to eliminate the harmful practice of hazing, the University of Louisiana System has a
policy to be followed by all students and student organizations, including but not limited to the
Greek organizations, clubs, and athletic teams on its System campuses.

Each university shall establish a written policy and develop a plan to disseminate information

regarding the hazing prohibition on its campus and shall present it to the Board of Supervisors
for approval.
